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Report on Remote Viewing a Spiritual Event

The Keri Beem Research Foundation is dedicated to creating a body of medical and scientific knowledge concerning practical applications of remote viewing, especially medical applications.  However, to expand our knowledge and to learn the possibilities of remote viewing, we occasionally take on various types of projects of interest to the general public.

This is a report on a remote viewing of a spiritual event that happened to Melvin L Morse MD.  

This is the type of experience that is typically the province of mediums, as it apparently is mental contact with someone who has died. We wanted to see what would happen if we adapted the controlled remote viewing for this type of “target”.  A target, for us, is simply a collection of knowledge, of information.  The Eiffel Tower is a collection of knowledge, including the man who designed it, the tourists who visit it, the gardens surrounding it, and the structure itself.  It is a complex piece of knowledge that includes for a given individual, memories that they have of visiting the Eiffel Tower, what they think of Paris, movies they may have seen which feature the Eiffel Tower and more.  
A person who has died is a similar collection of information, his or her life, what other people thought of him, memories people had about it, etc.  We believe that this is a “target” or collection of information which is also accessible by remote viewing.

Additionally, we feel the scientific evidence suggests that in fact all types of non-local perceptions have the same neurobiological basis and are accessed in the same manner.  We conclude the scientific evidence suggests that we have a “god” spot in our brain which accesses an “all information domain” that is not bounded by time or space.  This is the “unconscious” mind in the terminology of psychology, or the sensory perceptual stream of consciousness using the terminology of neuroscientists.

If we are correct, then remote viewing, angel encounters, the perceptions of mediums and past life memories are all the same from a spiritual neuroscientific point of view.  We are actively pursuing scientific studies to learn more about this.

It is not enough however to understand spirituality by neuro-imaging the brain.  We want to have direct spiritual perceptions as well so we can best understand how to access the “all knowledge domain” and interpret the information we get from that source.

We work in teams so one person can be the right brained viewer (we are aware this is a simplistic notion of spiritual consciousness) and the left brain analytic mind.  Since much of the information from mediums comes in a left brain format, we modified our protocol for that situation.  Much of what is done in this report is called “mining the analytic overlay” to get the basic sensory and psychic information embedded in it.  As you will see, this is strikingly effective.

We conclude that anyone seeing a medium should use a similar approach as we successfully use in this report.  A client visiting a medium should act as the monitor instead of passive observer.

Overview of the Case
One of our researchers, Melvin L Morse MD (the writer of this report) was driving to work on December 1, 2010, down a long monotonous stretch of road on Highway 113 in Delaware.  He suddenly heard a loud voice saying “contact Gabrielle”.  It was a vividly real voice as if someone was in the car with him.  He heard it twice and then it stopped.  The only and exact words were “contact Gabrielle”.  He immediately thought of a Gabrielle he knew on the social media network Twitter.  He was not particularly in contact with her and had not heard from her in many weeks.  She is at best a casual acquaintance.  She lives a 1000 miles away from him.  He has never spoken with her or had a personal conversation with her.

He thought this would be an opportunity to remote view the meaning of this message.  He contacted Gabrielle and she agreed to participate in the project.  He asked her to generate a number of 8 digits, 5462 1166 and asked her to not further discuss the situation.
Viewing Number One
Viewer/Monitor Team of Lance Williams Beem/Melvin L Morse.  No frontloading for Lance Williams Beem. (no information given to him at all except the target number, no discussion of the voice that Dr. Morse heard)  Melvin Morse was front loaded in that he was the person who received the message to contact Gabrielle.  No other front loading. Dr. Morse is an experienced monitor and did not front load or pollute the session in any manner.  Lance Beem is an extremely experienced remote viewing and does most of the viewing on his own initiative.  He is very used to viewing alone, using the SRI CRV protocol as taught by Lyn Buchanan.  As will be seen, towards the end of the viewing, once site contact was firmly established, the session was back loaded.  We give complete transparency to the process and give the exact words Dr. Morse used at the end of the session.
Target Summary Viewing Number One

There were four gestalts, two structural gestalts and two biological gestalts.  The team focused on the biological gestalts.

First biological gestalt:  a girl, young, brown-blond hair, petite, big smile, innocence, no breasts (Viewers comment I think this is symbolic of something) A man is writing a note to her, 2 pages long, plain paper, shouting at her, trying to talk to her.
 Second biological gestalt:  The girl was the main focus of S1, S2 and S3.  The AI (aesthetic impact of the target) was joyful, innocence.  However, in S4, a man appeared to the viewer.  The things associated with the man were soil, open, cool, outdoors.  The man seemed to be lying/sitting in a scooped out area of the ground.  Sensories initially included black, burnt, moving somewhere, joyful.  Smooth skin, brown hair, adult, observing, admiring, seeing (the girl) from a distance.  The emotional impact associated with the man was “no sense of harm”, no danger, admiration of the girl. There was an overwhelming sense of gratitude.
The biological was then identified by the viewer clearly as an adult man.  Sensories and things associated with him included tall, lean, plain, plain shirt, slacks, slightly hunched, quiet man, silver/blue eyes, fits into a crowd, doesn’t give any trouble, quiet but has a lot of anger.

Viewer was then asked the tasker’s intent (Whatever Gabrielle’s question was that led to the formation of the target number) Viewer sensed the man was writing a note to her, trying to communicate with her.  Viewer asked the man what he wanted, what he was trying to do, what was his purpose:  “he was angry at being spoken to.  He was surprised.  He wouldn’t say anything.  He put his fingers to his lips and indicated silence.  

Viewer sensed he was yelling loudly at the girl from a great distance, voice was echoing.

Viewer had a stray cat of “friend that I knew in High School”.  The stray cat was mined with the following results: quiet, polite, no trouble, calm, mathematical, intelligent, “engineer type”.

The man’s job was associated with metal keys.

Viewer then had a stray cat of white wings.

An S4 matrix was done on “white wings”.  The word “gratitude” was immediately associated with “white wings”.
Sensories associated with “white wings” were feathery, large, etherieal, vapor, clouds, no face, no form, energy (viewer then stated “what is this energy”).  Dimensionally: a long thin cylindrical shape topped by a rounded feature. “like the neck of a string instrument”.

Loud shouting noise, swooshing noises, windy, 

The AI of the “white wings” was “don’t know this place, something I am not allowed to see, heaven or something, energy, shapes, white clouds, vaporous feeling, I feel at peace.
The impact of “white wings’ on others was: a gathering place, waiting, free, relative, friends

Things associated with “white wings”: The girl is not here. A meeting place, heaven

Stray cats associated with “white wings” included people dressed in white, coming forward, visions of heaven, smiling people, Pegaus.

Again, the viewer went to tasker’s intent and asked the man what his intent was: This time he stated “peace for the girl”, “why did you contact me”, “yellow candle”, “ghost”.
Again the viewer had a sense of a long tunnel structure with a big opening (which he previously had described as the neck of a stringed instrument) and the man shouting down it loudly.

The man drew a circular piece of jewelry, AOL broach, insets, emeralds, gold, lots of lines on it, special in some way.

The man indicated that he wanted to be heard, but angry that viewer was involved.

At this point, I told the viewer that I had heard a loud voice in the saying Gabrielle. My exact words were “Lance, this target number is associated with an experience I had in which I heard a loud voice in my car, saying “contact Gabrielle”. I then said “ask him if we can help”.  Those are the only statements I made to him.

We broke with the typical structure as the viewer felt he was in communication with the man.

The viewer then asked the man if he could help him. The man appeared to be a quiet man who was very angry.  He was sitting watching the girl. He clearly did not want help. He again stated to the viewer “why contact me”.  The viewer then explained that the monitor Dr. Morse had heard a voice in the car saying “contact Gabrielle”. The man was angry, had wide angry eyes, was shouting at a distance, wanted to be heard, and did not want the viewer involved. He appeared to be stuck.
Session ended.  Total time  93 minutes.

Random Number Generator Findings Associated with the Viewing

The entire session of 93 had 55 minutes of Z scores greater than 2, easily exceeding the Beauregard/University of Montreal standard for significance.  Z scores of over 2 indicate that the mental processes of the session significantly quieted the electronic white noise of a semi-conductor.  We use the Psyleron RNG, developed by Princeton University with a grant from the McDonald Douglas Corporation.  The ability of the human mind to influence a naturalistic random number generator was first developed by Helmit Schmidt of the Boeing Corporation.
Lance Beem’s meditation phase was 2 ½ minutes long.  The Z score total for that time period was 3.09.  This is the equivalent of flipping a coin heads 35,640 times out of 36,000 tries.
The aspect of the session in which he viewed the man and the girl was 29 minutes long.  The Z score for that entire period was 1.92.  This is the equivalent of flipping a coin heads 306,240 times out of 348,000 tries.

Dr. Morse discussed the voice he heard in the car for 64 seconds.  The Z score of that time period was 2.74, again indicating that the white noise of the electronic semi-conductor disappeared for that period of time.  

Lance Beem’s discussions with the man lasted 80 seconds.  The Z score for this time period was 3.0

The RNG generator was controlled in the same room for 14 hours.  During that period of time, no trials had a Z score greater than 2.  

Viewing Number 2

This trial was done on Twitter.  This will be a full transcript of the trial.  Kathy, a registered nurse, was the viewer and Dr. Morse was the monitor.  Again, there was no frontloading of Kathy.  Only the target number was given to her.
Dr Morse: The target number is 5462 1166.

Kathy: a can of frozen orange juice concentrate.

I decided as this is a naïve viewer, to simply treat this as a stray cat, and mine it.

Dr. Morse: A can of frozen orange juice concentrate can (don’t concentrate, let go)

Kathy: I can’t concentrate, I mean, let go because I am laughing too hard. Will do it again in a bit.

Kathy: It is standing upright, the outside is softening cardboard with drops of condensation. The metal lid is off and the contents are still frozen. What a rich deep orange color, the top is starting to thaw, brilliant, but not ready to make juice.

Shaped like a stove pipe, the shape won’t hold, neither the can nor the juice. That’s okay. It’s purposeful.  Smooth surface.  (It’s) about economy Frozen concentrate is more affordable. You can feed more for the money with concentrate.  

Target Summary:  The target is cold, starting to thaw.  It is associated with a shape that is tall, cylindrical, crumpled and/or bent at the top, like a stove pipe, or orange juice can that is not holding its form.  Orange, brilliant orange, smooth surface, AOL frozen orange juice container, stove pipe, “thawing but not ready to make juice”.  There is a sense the target is purposeful, associated with economy, assessment of finances (can feed more for the money with concentrate.)

Viewing Number Three: Also on Twitter

Viewer was R, monitor Dr. Morse. Again, no frontloading of any kind.

The viewer was given the target number:

R: I feel at peace, smell the salty ocean breeze,, hear seagulls, see the bright green palm leaves set against a bright blue cloudless sky. The bluest blue sky ever, no clouds, big wind and seagulls soaring all around, squawking loudly

Again I decided to treat this as a stray cat and mine it.

Dr. Morse: What sounds do you hear?

R:  A song, def a sad song that she sings, haunting but still lovely.  Seagull sounds are low pitched, raspy, squawking.  Lovely song. Haunting, echo of sadness, chilling.

She describes the seagull.  The palm is strong, sturdy and bent slightly to the right, cylindrical shape.  She’s gliding through the blue sky squawking her high pitched song, the long finger leaves hanging off curved jagged tree trunk swaying in salty breeze.

There are (the seagulls) are squawking together, but one stands out amoung them, she’s the one that I hear (the “she” described above). (Dr. Morse: What is the song) I have heard the song for as long as I can remember, trapped. Stuck. 

(Dr. Morse: ask the man why he contacted me) For guidance. (then viewer stated this was from her own left brain, not the man) there’s no answer. 

This entire sequence is on Twitter

Target Summary
The main element of the target is the stray cat of a palm tree, tall, cylindrical, bent at the top to the right. It is on a beach, in the open, blue skies.  The top of the cylindrical shape has green bushy branches.  It is windy, wind is whoosing, there are many flying/floating biological (AOL seagulls) loud, salty, squawking sounds.   There is a dominant beautiful haunting sad song but beautiful. The viewer knows the song from childhood, it is trapped inside her, but doesn’t know what it is or its name.

The trunk of the palm tree is rough, with diamond shaped inverted pokey bark. Jagged surface. When asked several times to describe the trunk in terms of shapes, dimentionals, the viewer abruptly stated that is was a human form, with legs and toes going down into the Earth, and the body in the trunk and the arms and fingers extending through the branches on the top.

It was not a human form she wanted to hug, it was alive, but viewer was very vague about what alive meant, seemed to be living, alive in some vague way.  

She had a sense of peace. 

The palm tree had a sense of gratitude associated with it.  

The viewer identified one AOL bird as being larger than the others, having a bond with the palm tree.  She thought it was her (the viewer).  The palm tree reminded her of someone she loved.

Viewing Number Four

Pauline Morse/Melvin Morse (Controlled remote viewing through S4 as taught by Paul H Smith Phd and Lyn Buchanan)

No frontloading.  Pauline was only presented with a target number.

Target Summary

Target is something that is biological, but not alive, supposed to be alive. Associated with the visual images of a beach, soft, porous, but when touched, hard like a shell. 
Sensories include darkness, solitary, waiting, boring (but not bored)  AOL of being in a hospital, other people are sympathetic of the target, sober (serious) no joking.

The viewer had an overwhelming emotional contact/impact of the target, had to stand up, eyes watered. Overwhelmed. Target is alone, forgotten, but not forgotten. Closed off, surrounded by a white light, milky, muted, the light is coming from behind the target.  

The social impact of the target, meaning how do others think of it, is that it is something to be studied (viewer and team are near death researchers)

The target feels stuffy, closed in, but no walls or barriers around it. Wants to be noticed, to shine, to get attention.  Something about it says it is not alive, in a shell, like an egg shell  wants out.

The viewer feels about the target the way she felt about her cat when it was about to die, in the hospital.

Also reminds her of a woman Angela who was in a profound coma for 7 years, 2 years of locked in syndrome, how Angela likes to make faces at people, prove people wrong, show everyone up, sassy.  

Was asked why the target contacted Dr. Morse: Stated it had data for Dr. Morse, was giving it to him because he would be interested, because of his research.  Something interesting, funny in an ironic way.  
S4 matrix done on the nature of the data:  The target has its hands out, arms out, “here I am”.  It is a person on a hill, calling out. “hey look at me”.  It is calling to a male silhouette, that is far away.  Its voice is echoing.  It’s message is “I am here”.  Cupped hands, loud voice, waving both hands, signaling, jumping up and down.  Wants to be known, to be seen. To get attention.

Can you hear me, the target is calling.

Tasker’s intent: (what question the client has) What are you trying to say (to the target) I did hear something, but can’t understand or hear it.

Viewer asked the target why it contacted Dr. Morse “because Dr. Morse can hear better”. 

Viewer then got a message directly from the signal line “that’s right” and was given message session was over.

Interview with Client
After all viewings were done, there was a brief open ended interview with the client.  The client was either asked specific open ended questions: Tell me about your Dad, what kind of person was he, what was his job, or given a variety of responses, or asked direct but open ended questions such as “does orange juice have any special meaning for your family”. She was not given any details of the viewing.

The client’s Dad died at age 81.  He was a very private man, often eating dinner alone.  He was angry inside, but was quiet, fit in, was not noticed easily. He “softened up” (her exact words) towards the end of his life.  The client sat with him for three dies before he died, held his hand. She misses him, and has written extensively about him, feels that life persists after death.  However he has never contacted her in any way after death.

He worked in finance for a large car company.  He was good with numbers.  He had angry interactions with his son, which remain unresolved after his death.  
He was not a man who you could just hug, and not particularly social.  He was polite, got along with others.  After you knew him, people loved him.  He had a shell about him that took a while to get through.  He would not like that his daughter wrote about him on her website and on Twitter.  He could easily become angry about that sort of thing, very private and angry if his privacy was disturbed.  He did not like to talk about himself or open up to strangers or even talk to them.

Overall Summary

All four viewing were in agreement with each other, had similar imagery, and clearly made site contact.  Each had a somewhat different view of the issue.  All four had cylindrical drawings covered with diamond shaped hard aspects, with a larger aspect on one end.  The striking similarity in the viewers cannot be easily explained unless all four made the same sight contact.

Viewing One:  A man is trying to communicate with a young girl first with a note, then by yelling at here from a far distance.  The man is thin, slightly hunched, quiet with inner anger, mathematical, “engineer type”, lean, plain, plain shirt, slacks, fits into a crowd, doesn’t stand out, doesn’t give any trouble.

The girl is innocent, joyful, young.  

The man is sitting in a scooped out area of ground.  He admires the girl, is watching her from afar.  There is a sense of gratitude.

The man did not like being asked why he contacted Dr. Morse, and seemed angry at being approached at all.  Sense was that Dr. Morse simply heard his loud shouts to the girl.  

The man was in a greater environment surrounded by biological with white wings.  Ethereal place, vapor, clouds, again the long thin cylindrical shape that is larger at one end. Whoosing noises, sense of peace, meeting place, gathering place, friends, relatives, heaven.

The man’s intent is peace for the girl.  Wanted to know why the viewer contacted him.

Image of a circular piece of jewelry that seemed important.

Highly significant alterations in the white noise of an electronic semi-conductor associated with the viewing.  This is seen when we view conventional remote viewing targets such as the Eiffel Tower when the viewer has made excellent site contact and properly describes the target.

Viewing Two\: Same cylindrical image bent on one end. Softening at the top, precise words used by client to describe her Dad at the end of his life. Deep orange color unique to this viewing. Concept of economy consistent with Dad’s personality. All sensory components consistent with target except the orange. AOL of frozen orange concentrate can most likely product of viewer’s left brain and personality/experiences. Also image of stovepipe with bend in it.

Viewing Three Strikingly similar to Viewing One. Palm tree is described at cylinder bent at top. Palm tree covered with triangular hard aspects, inside the palm tree is a person, with feet in the Earth.  Sad song, haunting, sense of gratitude, same as seen in V1, V$.  Birds with wings same as in V1.  Sense that the person is trapped, stuck seen in V1, V4.  Man had no reason for contacting Dr. Morse. Sense of peace, gratitude as in V1. 
Viewing Four:  Strikingly similar to V1. Man, but not alive. Same sense of melancholy, sadness, along, trapped, stuck.  Same sense of being in environment with lots of other biological, this one was a hospital, sadness.  Same sense of an ambient energetic light that surrounded all. Same sense seen in all viewings that the colors are more brilliant, vibrant than typical. 

Target is trapped, stuffy, but no barriers. Calling to a male figure far away, Client has a brother who has unresolved issues with Dad.  Same shouting in a loud voice, same sense that the client can’t hear the target.

Conclusion

This target is client’s deceased Dad. Dr. Morse heard his calling to his daughter incidentally, perhaps because he is more sensitive because of his research.  The father wants to be noticed by his children, has a sense of gratitude to convey to them.  Frustrated he is not getting through and she is frustrated she can’t hear him.  He seems stuck, unable to progress to heaven.  All four viewers had tunnel like drawings. One drawing was exactly like a child’s near death experience drawing.

Viewer Four’s Drawing: Statement feels like a shell refers to the feel of the outside texture of the cylinder, the space between the wavy lines.
